Under Public Comment:

ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – JANUARY 10, 2007
The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $2,989,830.67

The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed their Minutes of January 3, 2007.

2) Approved their Meeting Notes of January 3, 2007.

3) VOTED: To re-appoint Lee Berger as an at large member of the HOME Consortium Advisory Council for a three year term effective January 31, 2007 through January 31, 2010.

4) VOTED: To approve the out-of-state travel of Dorr Fox, Chief Regulatory Officer with Cape Cod Commission, to participate in the National American Planning Association conference in Philadelphia, PA from April 13-18, 2007.

5) Executed an Affordable Housing Restriction between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission conveying property located at 10 Jeffrey Lane, Falmouth, Massachusetts from Harwich Ecumenical Council for the Homeless to Jill Gillick.

6) Executed an Assignment and Assumption Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission and among Harwich Ecumenical Council for the Homeless and Jill Glick for an assignment of a HOME mortgage for property located at 10 Jeffrey Lane, Falmouth, Massachusetts.

7) Executed a SEMAC Mini-Grant Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and Richard Loring to provide services for scallop test containers in the amount of $770 for the period of December 13, 2006 through December 31, 2007.

8) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Adobe Professionals Association in the amount of $99 to cover the cost of an InDesign Computer Software workshop on January 31, 2007 for Cape Cod Cooperative Extension employee, Kalliope Egloff.

9) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the Northeast Sustainable Energy Association in the amount of $225 to renew the Cape Light Compact’s Business Membership.

10) VOTED: To approve the out-of-state travel request of Tamara Hillard, Clinical Director with Children’s Cove, to attend the 21st Annual San Diego International Conference on Child and Family Maltreatment from January 21 – 27, 2007 in San Diego, California.


Ms. Hillard is required to attend a meeting of the County Commissioners within 30 days of her return to report to the Commissioners on the conference during the Public Comment portion of the meeting. This can be done during the Public Comment portion of the meeting.

11) Executed a Cooperative Agreement between Barnstable County and the Town of Mashpee to provide dredging services for the Town up to a maximum contract amount of $32,250 until the mutual satisfaction of all parties.

12) VOTED: To authorize the Facilities Department to install “No Hunting” signs on County property at the entrance to the Children’s Cove property. Signs shall be posted in accordance with state law (every 100 feet).

13) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to establish a new fund for Round 2 of Bonding for the Septic Loan Program.

14) Executed a Standard Contract Form between Barnstable County acting by and through the Department of Health and Environment and the Commonwealth of Massachusetts to receive grant funds in the amount of $15,000 for Community smoking intervention/planning for the period of February 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

15) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Sheriff’s Office and Jerome Friedman, LICSW, to provide counseling to subjects with substance abuse and mental health issues up to a maximum contract amount of $33,750 effective January 1, 2007.

16) Executed an Amendment to the contract for the Operation and Maintenance of the Drinking Water Treatment Facility at the House of Correction between Barnstable County acting by and through the Sheriff’s Office and Weston and Sampson.

17) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the United States Postal Service in the amount of $2,000 to purchase postage for the Sheriff’s Office postage machine.

18) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Panera Bread in the amount of $41.76 for Cape Light Compact/Honeywell Production Meeting being held on January 16, 2007.
19) Executed a Second Amendment between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Light Compact and Housing Assistance Corporation to provide energy efficiency measures for Low Income Multifamily customers in the amount of $47,389 for the period of January 1 – December 31, 2007.
20) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the Northeast Sustainable Energy Association (NESEA) in the amount of $3,190 for Conference Registration fees for Debbie Fitton, Kevin Galligan, John Burns, Maggie Downey, Margaret Song and Mark Zielinski to attend the Building Energy 07 Conference and Trade Show from March 13 – 15, 2007 in Boston, Massachusetts.
21) Executed a Third Amendment between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Light Compact and Housing Assistance Corporation to provide energy efficiency measurers for Low Income Single Family customers in the amount of $426,500 for the period of January 1 – December 31, 2007.
22) Executed a Third Amendment between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Light Compact and National Resource Management, Inc. to serve small commercial customers through the Energy Efficiency program in the amount of $200,026 for calendar year 2007.
23) Executed a Proclamation for Chief Schuyler M. Meyer, III.
24) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and Kris Clark to provide service to the Marine program in the amount of $1,500 for the period of January 10, 2007 through March 30, 2007.
25) VOTED: To extend Clay Schofield’s leave request under the Family Medical Leave Act (FMLA). Mr. Schofield shall use all 12 weeks allotted under the FMLA.  During his 12 week leave Mr. Schofield shall use accrued time and any unpaid leave may be covered by a sick bank established for Mr. Schofield.


 VOTED: To establish a sick bank for Clay Schofield effective

1/23/07 – 2/28/07 to cover all unpaid leave needed by Mr.

Schofield during his recouperation from a medical complaint.

VOTED: consistent with existing policies and practices the

County Commissioners do not authorize Clay Schofield to work fromhome during his leave. Mary Leclair, Lance Lambros voting in the affirmative.  Bill Doherty voting no.

26) Consistant with Massachusetts General Laws and after certification by towns the County Commissioners swore in John F. Meade as Barnstable County Registrar of Deeds.

27) VOTED: To approve the 12 week leave request of Holly Everson starting 1/25/07 under the Family Medical Leave Act.  During this leave, Ms. Everson shall use all accrued time.
