4) VOTED: To re-elect Mary LeClair as Vice Chairman of the County Commissioners until the first Wednesday County Commissioners meeting in January 2008.

19) VOTED: To reappoint Jacque Fields and Larry Mahan to a one year term each to the Human Rights Commission from January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.

20) VOTED: Due to the concerns regarding the public health and safety, and in the interests in taking immediate action to address the water quality issues facing Barnstable County due to the contamination of groundwater, the County Commissioners due herby declare that an emergency situation exists which requires immediate action on the part of Barnstable County Regional Government.

21) Executed a Proposed Ordinance to add to the County’s operating budget for Fiscal Year 2007, as enacted in Ordinance No. 06-07, by making supplemental appropriations in the amount of $240,488 on an emergency basis for Fiscal Year 2007 to address the water quality issues facing Barnstable county due to the contamination of groundwater.

22) Executed a Memorandum of Agreement between Barnstable County and Barnstable County Juvenile Fire Setter Intervention Program to provide financial support to Fire prevention for the period of January 3, 2007 through June 30, 2007. 

23) Executed a timesheet for E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator for the period of December 10, 2006 through December 23, 2006.

24) Executed a Memorandum of Agreement between Barnstable County and the Service Employees International Union, Local 888 for the period of July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2009.

25) Executed a Memorandum of Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission to provide funds in the amount of $10,000 to the Town of Brewster for the alum treatment project to improve water quality in Long Pond, located in the Towns of Brewster and Harwich for the period of January 3, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

26) VOTED: To reappoint Robert Bloomer to the Trustees for Cape Cod Cooperative Extension for the term of January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2010.

27) Executed a SEMAC Mini-Grant Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and John Baldwin, Seafood Divers, Inc. to furnish all materials and/or services necessary for the Spisula seed project in the amount of $639 for the period of December 20, 2006 through December 31, 2007.

32) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Sheriff’s Office and the Town of Mashpee for the cooperative operation of a primary fire department dispatch system for the period of July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007.
