3) Ratified the actions of E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator, for authorizing the prepayment request to pay Chef Roland in the amount of $1,312.50 for County Commissioners Holiday Lunch.

4) Executed letters to the Board of Selectmen Chairs and President of Town Council regarding the 21st Century Task Force’s final report on the Cape Cod Commission.

5) VOTED: to authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the Massachusetts Restaurant Association in the amount of $3,261.50 for Cape Cod Cooperative Extension to purchase 25 4th Edition Servsafe textbooks.

6) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and Kerry Dyka to provide services to the 4-H Youth and Family Development staff in the amount of $15 per hour, up to 54 hours of service.

19) VOTED: To authorize payment to Databank IMX in the amount of $1,470 for a Service Contract with the Registry of Deeds for the XEROX 8830 effective February 4, 2007 through February 3, 2008.

20) Executed a reimbursement request for E. Mark Zielinski in the amount of $66.78 for the month of November 2006.

21) VOTED: to approve the wire transfer in the amount of $225,194 to the Massachusetts Water Resources Authority for the purchase of renewable energy certificates through Cape Light Compact.

22) VOTED:
(1) that, in addition to the $3,000,000 of bonds previously authorized by a vote of the Board of Regional Commissioners passed on April 12, 2006, the County shall issue a bond or bonds in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $3,000,000 (the “Bonds”) pursuant to Chapter 381 of the Acts of 2004, as amended by Chapter 35 of the Acts of 2006, Chapter 29C of the General Laws and Ordinance No. 05-15 adopted by a vote of the Assembly of Delegates on August 17, 2005, for a community septic management loan program (the “Project”);




(2) that in anticipation of the issuance of the Bonds the County Administrator/Treasurer is authorized to issue an interim loan note or notes (the “Notes”) from time to time in an aggregate principal amount not to exceed $3,000,000;




(3) that each Bond or Note shall be issued as a single registered security, and sold to the Massachusetts Water Pollution Abatement Trust (the “Trust”) at a price determined pursuant to the Loan Agreement;

(4) that the County Treasurer is authorized to determine the date, the form, the maximum interest rate and the principal maturities of each Bond and Note, and to execute a Loan Agreement with the Trust with respect to the sale of the Bonds, and Notes, such date, form and maturities and the specific interest rate or rates of the bonds and Notes to be approved by a majority of the Board and the County Administrator/Treasurer and evidenced by their execution of the Bonds or Notes;

(5) that all actions taken to date by the County and its officers and agents to carry out the Project and its financing, including the execution of any loan commitment or agreement by the County Administrator/Treasurer, are hereby ratified, approved and confirmed; and

(6) that the County Administrator/Treasurer and other appropriate County officials are each hereby authorized to take any and all actions necessary and convenient to carry out the provisions of this vote, including execution and delivery of the Loan Agreement and the Project Approval Certificate and Regulatory Agreement relating to the Project.

23) VOTED: to approve the twelve week leave request of Holly Everson under the Family Medical Leave Act.  During the leave Ms. Everson shall use accrued time in the following order: sick, all comp time, vacation and personal time.

24) Executed the transfer request of the County Commissioners office in the amount of $1,312.50.
