3) Executed Ordinance 07-02 to amend Section 2.13 of the Barnstable County Administrative Code to add and amend language for the Children’s Cove Advisory Board and Executive Committee.

4) Execute an Affordable Housing Restriction between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission for the Cape End Manor Development project located at 100 Alden Street in Provincetown, Massachusetts.

5) VOTED: to appoint Arthur Hultin as the Truro representative to the Barnstable County HOME Consortium for a three year term effective February 1, 2007 through January 31, 2010.

6) Executed a Standard Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission and the Commonwealth of Massachusetts, Department of Housing & Community Development to receive a grant in the amount of $132,000 to provide technical assistance to communities for expedited permitting under Chapter 43D and other land use planning for the period of January 24, 2007 through June 30, 2008.

7) VOTED: to approve a bond for Briana C. Kane, Finance Assistant in the amount of $250,000.

8) Executed Contract #3 SEMAC Mini-Grant between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and the Cape Cod Oyster Company in the amount of $1,500 for the period of January 10, 2007 through December 31, 2007.
