ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – JANUARY 7, 2009
The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $167,196.88
Commissioners Actions:

1) VOTED: to ratify the actions of E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator, for approving the notice from the Facilities Department that Bryce Christian would not be starting the Mass Maritime Cooperative Winter Program and the notice that Sean Joseph Cooper would be starting effective 1/5/09. 

2) VOTED: to offer the following additional health benefit options for Barnstable County employees and retirees effective July 1, 2009:

A. Rate Saver HMO (EPO) and PPO plans that will have rates about 10% lower than the rates of the standard or Legacy HMO (EPO) and PPO Plans but will have higher member out-of-pocket costs than their legacy counterparts;

B. A voluntary (employee-pay-all) vision services plan provided by EyeMed Vision Care.

3) Executed Amendment #2 between Barnstable County acting by and through Cape Cod Commission and the Town of Dennis to extend the duration of the local comprehensive planning grant to September 30, 2009.

4) VOTED: to accept the grant award in the amount of $1,000 from the Environmental Trust for Cape Cod Fund of the Cape Cod Foundation to supplement educational materials for Cape Cod Commission’s Wet and Wild FUNdamentals of Water workshops that are held at various elementary schools.

5) VOTED: to authorize the County Treasurer to establish a new fund in the amount of $1,000 for the Cape Cod Foundation grant. 

6) Executed a Letter of Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and Paul V. O’Leary & Associates to prepare an appraisal of the Aquacultural Research Corporation for the possible acquisition of the facility as a municipal hatchery and research facility in the amount of $2,500 for the period of January 7, 2009 through April 1, 2009.

7) VOTED: to authorize the County Treasurer to issue payment to WOMR in the amount of $1,229 for marketing services provided to Cape Light Compact for the period of December 1, 2008 through December 1, 2009.

8) VOTED: to approve the out-of-state travel request of Kevin Galligan, Energy Efficiency Program Manager, to represent the Cape Light Compact and Barnstable County interest on the National Energy Education Development project DOE/EIA study group from January 6-7, 2009 in Washington D.C.

9) VOTED: to approve the proposed policies and procedures for the Health and Human Services Advisory Council.

10) Executed a Cooperative Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Resource Development Office/AmeriCorps Cape Cod and Massachusetts Service Alliance for the Cataumet Shelter Revitalization grant in the amount of $7,671 for the period of December 1, 2008 through January 31, 2009.

11) VOTED: to authorize the County Treasurer to issue payment in the amount of $25 to Associated ALARM Systems for the Barnstable County Sheriff’s Office registration fee for operating and training instructions for the alarm system located at the Bureau of Criminal Investigation building at 3195 Main Street in Barnstable Village.


12) Executed a Standard Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Sheriff’s Office and the Commonwealth of Massachusetts acting by and through the Division of Capital Asset Management for the Deferred Maintenance Projects (Study of CO Detectors and to replace the Chemical Feed System) at the Barnstable County Correctional Facility in the amount of $61,500 for the period of December 1, 2008 through December 30, 2009.

13) VOTED: to ratify Margaret T. Downey’s, Assistant County Administrator, approval of Steven Bradbury’s out-of-state travel to Jackson, New Jersey from January 2-3, 2009 to pick up boom sections for the Dredge’s crane barge.

14) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County and the Town of Harwich to utilize the County’s grant management services to administer the Town’s human services program in the amount of $76,500 for fiscal year 2010.

Commissioners received and approved notice from the Cape Cod Commission that Michael Savarese has been hired for the position of GIS Analyst effective 1/12/09.
