ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – OCTOBER 31, 2007
The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $1,262,841.81

The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed their Minutes of October 24, 2007.

2) VOTED: to approve their Meeting Notes of October 24, 2007.

3) VOTED: to appoint Charles T. McCaffrey, Jr. as the County Commissioners representative to the Coastal Resources Committee.

4) VOTED: to authorize payment to The American Chemical Society in the amount of $221 for Eduard Eichner, Cape Cod Commission, membership dues for the period of January 1, 2008 through December 31, 2008.

5) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and Brian Baumgaertel for marine project assistance in the amount of $560 for the period of October 23, 2007 through November 30, 2007.

6) Executed a transfer request in the amount of $5,400 for Children’s Cove.
