1) Executed their Minutes of December 14, 2005.

2) In his capacity as Chairman, Commissioner Doherty executed a Discharge of Mortgage for Alln R. Furtado.

3) Executed a Home Investments Partnership Program Loan Agreement between Barnstable County through Cape Cod Commission and David and Renee M. Dias in the amount of $13,325.

4) Executed a Standard Contract between Barnstable County through the Department of Health and Environment and the Commonwealth of Massachusetts for the Fiscal Year 2005 319 Non-point Source Project: Operation and Maintenance of the Massachusetts Alternative Septic System Test Center, Project# 2005-04/319 in the amount of $153,611 for the period of December 1, 2005 through June 30, 2009.

5) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to establish a special account in the amount of $153,611 for the Department of Health and Environments Fiscal Year 2005 319 Non-point Source Project: Operation and Maintenance of the Massachusetts Alternative Septic System Test Center, Project# 2005-04/319.

6) Executed a Service Agreement between Barnstable County through the Resource Development Office & AmeriCorps Cape Cod and Bill Kerwin, Network Services of Cape Cod for computer network maintenance and services including the AmeriCorps residences in the amount of $3,840 for the period of January 1, 2006 through June 30, 2006.

7) Executed a Grant Agreement between Barnstable County through Human Services and Cape Cod Community College’s Diploma Plus Program to work with selected Barnstable County youth to educate and prepare for employment in the amount of $25,000 for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

8) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay The Washington Court Hotel in the amount of $428.24 for Debbie Fitton, Energy Education Coordinator’s hotel accommodations while attending the Energy Education Forum on January 4 & 5, 2006 in Washington DC.

9) VOTED:  To approve the out-of-state travel authorization for Debbie Fitton, Energy Education Coordinator to attend the Energy Education Forum in Washington DC on January 4 & 5, 2006.

10) VOTED:  To authorize E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator and Director of Finance to prepay Conservation Services Group for Renewable Energy Certificates in Calendar year 2006. All prepayments to Conservation Services Group for Renewable Energy Certificates shall be ratified by County Commissioners after the prepayment.

11) VOTED:  To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Conservation Services Group services in the amount of $363,693 (Invoice#: CapeLight2FT102005-001 & CapeLight1FT102005-001) from the Cape Light Compact power supply reserve fund for the purchase of Renewable Energy Certificates for the Cape Light Compact power supply program.

12) VOTED:  To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Pitney Bowes in the amount of $118 for an annual maintenance agreement for the Cape Cod Commission’s postage scale.

13) VOTED:  To adopt the recommendations in November 2005 Barnstable County Classifications & Compensation Review for retroactive implementations to July 1, 2005.
14) VOTED: To authorize Margaret T. Downey, Assistant County Administrator and/or Joanne P. Nelson, Assistant Treasurer to sign payroll, warrants and other business matters of the County for the week of December 26, 2005 through December 31, 2005.
