ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – February 1, 2006

The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $166.46, $315,256.99, $1,036.76, $1,308.45

The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed their minutes of January 25, 2006.

2) Executed the meeting notes of January 25, 2006.

3) Ratified the actions of E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator/Director of Finance for executing the account payable warrant in the amount of $12,686.62 for the week of January 25, 2006.

4) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and Martha Twombly to oversee the coordination of the Cape Cod Pathways Roundtable Meeting and 2006 Cape Walk in the amount of $1,000 for the period of February 1, 2006 through June 30, 2006.

5) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the Town of Yarmouth to use mitigation funds for a feasibility study and to conduct public outreach for the extension of the Cape Cod Rail Trail in the amount of $114,400 for the period of February 1, 2006 through January 31, 2007.

6) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through Cape Cod Commission and the Town of Yarmouth to use mitigation funds for an intersection analysis for transportation improvements in the amount of $3,750 for the period of February 1, 2006 through January 31, 2007.
