ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – MARCH 7, 2007
The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $1,086,962.49, $597,366.62
The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed the Minutes of February 28, 2007.

2) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the National Association of Counties in the amount of $535 and  All Ways Travel in the amount of $447.80 for Commissioner Doherty’s registration fee and airfare to attend the 2007 NACo Annual Conference and Exposition from July 13-17, 2007 in Richmond, Virginia. 

3) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County and Cape Library Automated Materials Sharing (CLAMS) to provide grant funding in the amount of $15,000 related to improvement, implementation and administration of the CLAMS library network for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006.

4) VOTED: To approve the out-of-state travel and to authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Albany-Capital Regional Chapter in the amount of $335 and Gideon Putnam Resort in the amount of $831.68 for Margaret T. Downey, Assistant County Administrator, to attend the IPMA Human Resources Conference in Saratoga, New York from May 13-15, 2007.

5) Executed a HOME Investments Partnership Program Loan Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission and Susan M. Teed and John S. Hickey in the amount of $10,000 for the period of March 7, 2007 through June 7, 2007.

6) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through Cape Cod Commission and Horsley Witten Group to provide services for the Groundwater Recovery & Treatment System at the Fire Training Academy in the amount of $138,140 for the period of March 7, 2007 through December 31, 2007.

7) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Northeast Area Roundabouts in the amount of $275 to register Alan Huff, Transportation Analyst, to the Roundabout Design Workshop from March 21-22, 2007 in Norfolk, Massachusetts.

8) Executed a Contract between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and John H. Baldwin of Seafood Divers, Inc. to receive the SEMAC Aquaculture Grant in the amount of $7,339 and to provide services as specified in the contract for the period of March 7, 2007 through December 31, 2007.

9) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through Cape Light Compact and Solar Wrights, Inc. MA Division to provide technical assistance to developers in siting renewable energy systems under the Green Affordable Homes Grant for the period of March 7, 2007 through April 2, 2007.
