3) In his capacity as Chairman, Commissioner Doherty executed a 120 day waiver form that waives the notice period required from the Department of Conservation and Recreation of their intention to acquire land off Navigation Road in the Town of Barnstable.

4) VOTED: To issue a letter to Ernest Hadley, Chair of the Barnstable County Human Rights Commission accepting grant funds and to serve as fiscal agent for the Commission.
