I. 
Lou Cataldo, County Historian, addressed the Commissioners regarding the upcoming Mercy Otis Warren Woman of the Year Award Presentation to be held on July 4, 2005.

II.
Commissioners Doherty and LeClair attended a meeting of the Arts Foundation of Cape Cod.

III.
Commissioner Lambros attended a meeting of the Cape Cod Chamber of Commerce. The agenda was on the possible closing of Otis Air Force Base. 


John Lipman, Deputy Director of the Cape Cod Commission, spoke of the Master Plan for the Base. The Department of Defense grant is almost complete to address the issue of encroachment.


Mr. Lipman commented that yesterday’s meeting focused on the partnerships developed to date; land use planning, environmental protection and homeland security.

Sandra Vickery reported to the Commissioners on the $50,000. award of Fiscal Year 2005 funds which supported the Elders at Risk Program.

7) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and town of Yarmouth in the amount of $3,000. for Affordable Housing Technical Assistance through June 30, 2006 in accordance with the specifications.

8) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and Brewster Housing Authority in the amount of $4,725. for Affordable Housing Technical Assistance through June 30, 2006 in accordance with the specifications.

9) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the Truro Housing Authority in the amount of $3,000. for Affordable Housing Technical Assistance through June 30, 2006 in accordance with the specifications.

15) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension Service and Edward O’Brien, certified S.C.U.B.A. diver, to assist Extension staff with monitoring of the 2004 planted eelgrass strips, collect eelgrass when seeds are ripe for collection, collect samples of and conduct quantitative transects of by scallops, and assist with other projects as requested for the period of May 24, 2005 through December 15, 2005 at the rate of $90. per hour not to exceed 48 hours in accordance with the specifications.

16) Executed Agreement #3 between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension’s Southeastern Massachusetts Aquaculture Center (SEMAC) and Bristol Community College to install, monitor and maintain an upweller system and to transfer the seed quahogs to the Barnstable Harbor site in the amount of $1,600. for the period of June 1, 2005 through December 31, 2005 in accordance with the specifications.
