ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – June 29, 2005

The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed their minutes of June 22, 2005.

2) In his capacity as chairman, Commissioner Doherty executed a HOME Program Discharge of Mortgage for Michael R. and Susanne D. Matthews.

3) In his capacity as chairman, Commissioner Doherty executed a HOME Program Discharge of Mortgage for Margaret A. O’Neal.

4) For the Cape Cod Commission – 


Executed a Commonwealth of Massachusetts Standard Contract Form between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the Executive Office of Environmental Affairs (EOEA) to assist communities as assigned by the EOEA in the completion of the Fiscal Year 2006 applications to the Commonwealth Capital Program for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in the amount of $1,000. per application in accordance with the specifications, and 


VOTED: To establish a special account for the funds generated by the contract with EOEA to assist communities as assigned by the EOEA in the completion of the Fiscal Year 2006 applications to the Commonwealth Capital Program.

5) VOTED: To establish a special account for the recent Radio Shack StreetSentz Community Grant in the amount of $500. received by the Children’s Cove for the telephone and equipment in their office.

6) Upon the recommendation of the Chief Procurement Officer, VOTED: to award the bid for Automotive Supplies for the Barnstable County Correctional Facility to Car Quest for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 with the option to renew for one additional fiscal year in accordance with the specifications.

7) Executed a HOME Program Subordination of Mortgage for Irene F. Smith.

8) VOTED: To approve the out of state travel request of Deborah Shiflett-Fitton, Energy Education Coordinator, to attend the National Energy Education Development (NEED) Project Youth Awards Program being held June 25-27, 2005 in Washington, DC.


Ms. Shiflett-Fitton is required to attend a meeting of the County Commissioners within 30 days of her return to report to the Commissioners on the program. This can be done during the Public Comment portion of the meeting.

9) VOTED: To establish a special account for the Cape Cod Commission’s agreement with the Cape Cod regional Transit Authority for Feasibility, Site Selection and Preliminary Design of the Cape Cod Local Transportation Centers in the amount of $36,000.

10) VOTED: To approve the additional FY2005 vacation carry-over request of Thomas Cambareri, Water Resources Program Director to add 7.5 hours of accrued vacation time to the 7.5 already approved for a total of 15 hours to be used by December 31, 2005.

11) VOTED: To approve the additional FY2005 vacation carry-over request of John Lipman, Chief Planner/Deputy Director to add 7.5 hours of accrued vacation time to the 37.5 already approved for a total of 45 hours to be used by December 31, 2005.

12) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the Center for Survey Research, University of Massachusetts/Boston, for the resident’s survey regarding the five-year review of the Regional Policy Plan in the amount of $54,000. upon execution of the agreement and to continue until December 31, 2005 in accordance with the specifications.

13) Upon the recommendation of the Chief Procurement Officer, VOTED: to award the contract for the bid to provide on-line legal resources for the Barnstable County Sheriff’s Department to Westlaw for the period of 36 months in the amount of $5,446.80 in accordance with the specifications.

14) Executed engagement letters between Barnstable County and Sullivan Rogers & Company, LLC. to assist with the design and implementation of a chart of accounts for the MUNIS accounting information system in the amount of $150. per hour for an estimated 133 hours in accordance with the specifications.

15) Executed an amendment between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the Lower Cape Cod Community Development Corporation extending the original agreement through December 31, 2005 in accordance with the specifications.

16) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the town of Harwich to utilize water resources mitigation funds for the Board of Health’s Operations, Management and Compliance Program for the Long Pond (Fontaine) Medical Center’s wastewater treatment facility in the amount of $5,000., and the Harwich Shaw’s wastewater treatment facility in the amount of $1,000., and $3,412 toward assessing the condition and critical nitrogen load of the Herring River, effective until December 31, 2005 in accordance with the specifications.

17) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension’s Southeastern Massachusetts Aquaculture Center (SEMAC) and the Wampanoag Tribe of Gay Head Aquinnah (Rob Garrison) determine the effects of density on oyster growth and survival in the amount of $2,250. for the period of June 15, 2005 through December 31, 2005 in accordance with the specifications.

25) VOTED: To approve the out of state travel requests of Gretchen Glaub, Program Coordinator, and Mary Schumacher, Community Outreach and Member Development, to attend the Points of Light Foundation National Conference on Volunteering and Service being held in Washington, D.C. on August 4-6, 2005.

26) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the Points of Light Foundation the registration fees for Gretchen Glaub, Program Coordinator, and Mary Schumacher, Community Outreach and Member Development, to attend the National Conference on Volunteering and Service being held in Washington, D.C. on August 4-6, 2005, in the amount of $970. ($485. each).

27) Executed amendment #2 between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and the town of Falmouth to reallocate the budget and scope of work for the Local Comprehensive Plan implementation grant in accordance with the specifications.

28) Executed an amendment between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Commission and Regina Villa Associates, Inc. to change the payment schedule in accordance with the specifications.

29) Executed a renewal of the service contract between Barnstable County through the Registry of Deeds and National Telecom Systems, Inc. for maintenance of the telephone system in the amount of $3,240. for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in accordance with the specifications.

31) VOTED: To approve the wire transfer to the Barnstable County Retirement Association in the amount of $1,839,915.41 for the first half of the Fiscal Year 2006 Appropriation which is due on July 1, 2005.

32) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to pay the United States Postal Service in the amount of $15,000. to deposit into the postage machine meter for County postage expenses.

33) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension and Marine Biological Laboratory, Steve Roberts, Principal Researcher, to compare populations of bay scallops from Wellfleet to populations from numerous sites on Cape Cod for the period of June 29, 2005 through June 30, 2006 in the amount of $15,240. in accordance with the specifications.

34) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension and David Thompson to conduct deer tick sampling at assigned sites for the period of June 29, 2005 through November 1, 2005 in the amount of $15. per hour for a maximum of 15 hours per week with additional travel related expenses refund of $25. per week in accordance with the specifications.

35) Executed a Service Contract between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension and Peter McCormack to conduct deer tick sampling at assigned sites for the period of June 29, 2005 through November 1, 2005 in the amount of $15. per hour for a maximum of 15 hours per week with additional travel related expenses refund of $25. per week in accordance with the specifications.

36) Executed Ordinance No. 05-13, “To add Chapter G to the Code of Cape Cod Commission Regulations of General Application to create Growth Incentive Zone Regulations” for further review.

37) Executed Ordinance No. 05-14, “To amend the Code of Cape Cod Commission Regulations of General Application Chapter D Regulations” for further review.

38) VOTED: To approve the additional FY2005 vacation carry-over request of William Clark, Director of the Cooperative Extension to add 15 hours of accrued vacation time to the 97.5 already approved for a total of 112.50 hours to be used by December 31, 2005.

39) VOTED: To approve the FY2005 vacation carry-over request of Deborah Saunders, Director of the Children’s Cove. The vacation carry-over will be used by the date indicated, no additional extensions will be granted. Please note that the actual carryover hours may be less than noted. Employees requesting to carry over 75 hours or more will be contacted and required to submit a plan identifying how he/she intends to use the accrued time by December 31, 2005. 

40) VOTED: To establish for FY2006 a merit system for MP Employees as follows:

1) Unsatisfactory rating – 0% increase requires six month review If performance is improved, a merit increase may be awarded for remaining six months.

2) Less than satisfactory – 0% increase, six month review required. If performance is improved, a merit increase may be awarded for the 12-month period.

3) Completely satisfactory – 3% increase in salary from previous fiscal year.

4) More than satisfactory – 3.5% increase in salary from previous fiscal year.

5) Outstanding – 4% increase in salary from previous fiscal year.

The top range of the salary for an MP grade will be consistent with the current salary schedule (adjusted for c/o/l). MP employees at Step 8 will be eligible for merit pay of 0 – 4%. This merit pay will not impact base pay. 

41) Executed a letter to Sheriff Cummings thanking him for his assistance with the printing of the informational brochures on the red tide issue.

42) Executed a Proposed Resolution “To clarify language contained in the budget for fiscal year 2006 regarding the use of $10,000. appropriated for discrimination as described in proposed ordinance 05-05.”

48) Executed an Intern Service Contract between Barnstable County through the Cooperative Extension and Noah Kutsch to provide assistance to staff with several projects including preparation of field gear, collection of field gear, microscope work, data collection and data entry for the period of June 27, 2005 through September 1, 2005 in the amount of $15. per hour not to exceed 128 hours in accordance with the specifications.

49) VOTED: To appoint Charles Lewis as the County Dog Officer for Fiscal Year 2006.

50) VOTED: To declare as surplus less than $500. value of Apple Laser Writer Supplies.

51) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay the Woods Hole Oceanographic Institute in the amount of $450. which is the registration fee for James F. O’Connell, Coastal Processes Specialist, who is making a presentation at the Coastal Zone ’05: Balancing on the Edge Conference being held July 17 – 22, 2005 in New Orleans, LA.

52) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Lifestyle Medicine in the amount of $1,695. for Susan Bourque Seward, Nutrition Educator, to participate in the Coronary Health Improvement Project (CHIP) Trainer Certificate Program being held October 24 – 26, 2005 at the University of Illinois College of Medicine.
