34) VOTED: To approve the leave request of Nancy Raymond under the Family Medical Leave Act for six weeks starting July 20, 2006.  Ms. Raymond shall use all accrued time while on leave.

35) VOTED: To ratify the prepayment of KW Management, Inc. in the amount of $132,771.37 consistent with the terms of the contract.

36) VOTED: To authorize Margaret T. Downey and/or Joanne P. Nelson to execute all warrants, contracts, payroll on behalf of the County Commissioners the week of July 24-28, 2006.

37) VOTED: To authorize Children’s Cove staff to donate up to five days of his/her sick time to Nancy Raymond to be used while she is on leave starting July 20, 2006 for six weeks.

38) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay MUNIS in the amount of $2,500.00.

39) VOTED: To establish for Fiscal Year 2007 a merit system for MP employees as follows:

a. Unsatisfactory rating – 0% increase requires six month review.  If performance is improved, a merit increase may be awarded for remaining six months.

b. Less than satisfactory – 0% increase, six month review required.  If performance is improved, a merit increase may be awarded for the 12-month period.

c. Completely satisfactory – 3% increase in salary from previous fiscal year.

d. More than satisfactory – 3.5% increase in salary from previous fiscal year.

e. Outstanding – 4% increase in salary from previous fiscal year.

The top range of the salary for a merit pay grade will be consistent with the current salary schedule (cost of living adjustment). MP employees at Step 8 will be eligible for merit pay of 0 -4%.  This merit pay will not impact base pay.
