ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – AUGUST 2, 2006
The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $730,906.38

The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed their Minutes of July 19, 2006.

2) Execute a Grant Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission and the Cape Cod Foundation to host a Fall 2006 Conference, “Restoring & Protecting Coastal Waters – Local and Regional Efforts to Implement Total Maximum Daily Loads and Opportunities for the Future of Cape Cod” in the amount of $2,500.00.
