ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – AUGUST 9, 2006

The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payroll: $459,855.49

The Commissioners took the following actions:

1) Executed an Agreement between Barnstable County acting by and through the Cape Cod Commission and Patricia Bourgeault to assist with the training and materials for groundwater guardian festivals in the amount of $2,500.00 for the period of August 9, 2006 through September 30, 2006.
