MEETING NOTES      

 County Commissioners – Lance Lambros, Mary J. LeClair, William Doherty
The Commissioners observed a Moment of Silence followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 
I. Commissioner Lance Lambros response to Chris Powicki’s public comments of June 27, 2007 and reiterated at the September 5, 2007 meeting:

“I have discussed the issues raised in your letter dated June 27, 2007 with County Counsel, my fellow Commissioners and County staff and have the following prepared statement:

First, the premise of your complaint is not correct.  You were not told to stop work because of any form of retribution from County staff, Cape Light compact Officials or the Commissioners.  You were told to stop work because you were not authorized to be performing any work for Barnstable County.  The Director of the Economic Development Council did not follow applicable County and Massachusetts regulations and procedures relative to procuring services.

Second, your letter contains allegations of statements made by County staff that did not occur.

It is your right to speak on issues during public comment periods at a public meeting.  It is also your obligation to know your facts before speaking.

It is the County Commissioners purview to select professional vendors who support and advance the goals and objectives of the county to perform services. You were not selected by the Commissioners to work on the Workforce Competitiveness Trust Planning Grant, however, the Commissioners have agreed to compensate you for your time spent because the error was made by the Director of the Economic Development Council.

In closing, I would like to make it very clear that you are not authorized to perform work or be eligible for payment by Barnstable County without approval of the County Commissioners prior to beginning any work.”
