ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – September 28, 2005

The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payrolls: $3,038.34, -$676.80, $215,857.20, $240,103.47

The Commissioners took the following actions: 

1) VOTED:  To approve the County Treasurer to transfer funds for health and dental insurance for employees and retirees to the Cape Cod Municipal Health Group for the month of October 2005.

2) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Cape Cod Economic Development Council and Highland Center to support their proposal for both Phase I: Implementation Plan and Financial Feasibility Study and Phase II: Marketing Effort of the Highland Center in the amount of $75,000.

3) VOTED:  To ratify the actions of E. Mark Zielinski, County Treasurer, for authorizing prepayment to the Town of Barnstable in the amount of $60 for a filing fee for the Department of Health and Environment to gain approval for the installation of two mobile office units/trailers needed for additional office space for staff members to be located on the hill of the County Complex property.

4) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Registry of Deeds and XEROX for a four year lease for four new CC232 copiers in the total monthly payment of $701.98 for the period of October 7, 2005 through October 7, 2009.

5) VOTED:  To approve the out-of-state travel of George Heufelder, Director of the Department of Health and Environment to attend the 14th Annual Technical Education Conference of the National Onsite Wastewater Recycling Association to be held in Cleveland, Ohio, October 10-13, 2005.

6) VOTED:  To approve Sheriff James Cummings Annual Career Award in the amount of $5,074.96.

7) VOTED:  To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Silly Puppets in the amount of $428.50 for the purchase of new puppets for the Americorps educational puppet shows presented to elementary school students on recycling paid for by the Buffet Singing for Change Grant.
