The Commissioners observed a Moment of Silence followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

ACTIONS TAKEN BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS – September 7, 2005

The Commissioners examined and approved the following warrants and payrolls: $1,035,173.83, $221,875.33, $845,952.30

The Commissioners took the following actions: 

1) Executed a HOME Investments Partnership Program Loan Agreement between Barnstable County and Faith E. Gagne in the amount of $9,980. for the rehabilitation of the dwelling located at 18 Bass River Road, South Yarmouth, in accordance with the specifications.

2) Executed a lease between Barnstable County through the Fire Training Academy and Wells Fargo Financial Leasing, Inc for continuation on the 2003 contract of a Savin 2820 Color digital copier (serial# K4350300209).

3) VOTED:  To authorize the County Treasurer to make a payment upfront to Honeywell International Inc. Building Solutions in the amount of $2,129.50 for the temperature control maintenance for the existing Honeywell System at the County Jail located in the Barnstable County Complex for the period of 9/15/05 through 3/14/06.

4) Executed a Lien holder Consent between Barnstable County through Cape Cod Commission and Dennis Senior Estates.

5) Executed a HOME Investment Partnership Agreement and Funding Approval between Barnstable County through Cape Cod Commission  and the Department of Housing and Urban Development in the amount of $773,880.

6) VOTED:  To authorize the County Treasurer to prepay Massachusetts Continuing Legal Education in the amount of $265. for Staff Attorney Jessica Wielgus to attend a conference on Environmental Law on September 26th and 27th in Boston.

7) Re-executed proof of authentication of signature for contract between Barnstable County through Cape Cod Commission and the EOTC Grant.

8) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through Cape Cod Cooperative Extension and The Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution to increase funding by the amount of $119,042 and extend the period of performance to February 28, 2006.

9) VOTED: To approved the out-of-state travel of Cape Cod Cooperative Extension employee Roberta Clark Chalmers to attend the annual meeting of IPPS for professional development in Atlantic City, New Jersey from October 2-7, 2005.

Ms. Chalmers is required to attend a meeting of the County Commissioners within 30 days of her return to report to the Commissioners on the meeting.

10) Upon the recommendation of Elaine Davis, Chief Procurement Officer, VOTED: to award the contract to Westwood Pharmacy to provide medications and pharmacy supplies to the House of Correction during the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006 with the option to renew for one additional fiscal year, in accordance with the specifications.

11) VOTED: To authorize E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator and Margaret T. Downey, Assistant County Administrator to execute all warrants, Accounts Payable and Payroll, contracts for the County Commissioners the weeks of August 22, 2005 and August 29, 2005.

12) Executed a contract between Barnstable County through the Sheriffs Office and Clinical Science Laboratories to provide medical and laboratory testing at the House of Correction for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2006, in accordance with the specifications.

13) Executed an agreement between Barnstable County through the Facilities Department and Waste Management for the seasonal trash pickup at the Rest Area between Exits 6 & 7 off Route 6 for the period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2005 in the amount of $300.

14) VOTED:  To authorize the County Treasurer to make an upfront payment to Aladdin eSafe Software System in the amount of $5,485. for the yearly support renewal used by the Sheriff’s Office.

15) VOTED: To approved the out-of-state travel authorization of Bill Walton, Aqualculture Specialist with Cape Cod Cooperative Extension to participate in a panel review of proposals submitted to New Hampshire Sea Grant on September 9, 2005 at the Marine Sciences Center, Uconn, Avery Point in Connecticut.

Mr. Walton is required to attend a meeting of the County Commissioners within 30 days of his return to report to the Commissioners on the panel review.

16) Executed a grant agreement between Barnstable County through Human Services and Cape Cod Foundation in the amount of $50,000. for an individual or individuals to coordinate the work of the Barnstable County Council for Children, Youth and Families.
17) Upon the recommendation of the Economic Development Council, with Commissioners Doherty and LeClair acting in the affirmative and Commissioner Lambros abstaining, VOTED: To award a grant in the amount of $75,000 to the Highlands Center, Inc. for an implementation plan, financial feasibility study and major marketing campaign for a professional fund raiser.
18) Executed the timesheet for E. Mark Zielinski, County Administrator, for the period of August 21 – September 3, 2005.
19) In his capacity as Chairman, Commissioner Doherty executed a HOME Program Discharge of Mortgage for William J. Gilmour and Barbara Bearse.
20) VOTED: To authorize the County Treasurer to establish a new revenue fund for the sex offender program.
